a.  MSPB Budget for FY 2009-2010 (Tab 2a)

Mrs. House informed the MSPB that the County has agreed in writing to modify the penalty phase of the MSPB Ordinance for the Sheriff’s employees only; the change in the Ordinance will not apply to the employees of the Board of County Commissioners. However, during the board session Ms. LoVoy acknowledged other changes are proposed to the Ordinance in addition to the penalty phase.  A copy of those proposed changes were given to Board Chairman Bates during regular meeting with County Administrator, Bob McLaughlin, July 16, 2009. Those changes were then presented to the Board for the first time.
