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Warrington Redevelopment Area Plan Update Public Meeting
Escambia County Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) and the Warrington Revitalization Committee are co-hosting a public meeting Tuesday, May 12 at 5:30 p.m. at the Warrington Presbyterian Church Fellowship Hall, 406 South Navy Boulevard.  The purpose of the meeting is to gather input from the Warrington community for updating the redevelopment plan.  Area residents, property owners, business owners, and anyone interested in the revitalization of the Warrington Redevelopment Area are encouraged to attend.

There will be a brief presentation of accomplishments in the area and a discussion of future opportunities for redevelopment projects.  The Warrington Redevelopment Area was the first in the county designated for redevelopment.  Since its designation in 1995, there have been two expansions.  The plan was last updated in 2001.  Projects already completed in the area include installing streetlights and sidewalks to enhance safety and security, streetscape improvements along Navy Boulevard, and designing park improvements that make a positive impact on residents’ quality of life.

The Community Redevelopment Agency, a division of the Neighborhoods/Community Services Bureau, works with neighborhoods throughout the county’s five redevelopment areas to create redevelopment plans that address issues of importance to the community.  An important part of the plan is a capital improvement project list aimed at eliminating blight from the area and stimulating residential and commercial reinvestment.
