to Vaccinate Their Pets
Escambia County Animal Services reminds citizens that this is the time of year we see an increase in canine parvovirus. Canine parvovirus is highly contagious and attacks the gastrointestinal tract of puppies, dogs and some wild animals, such as foxes and coyotes. It also can damage the heart muscle in very young and unborn puppies. The virus is spread by direct dog-to-dog contact and contact with contaminated feces (stool), environments or people.
Vaccinations are imperative to protect your dog. Should you suspect your dog or puppy has this virus, please see your veterinarian immediately. Check your calendar to see if it’s time for your pet’s yearly visit to the vet.  
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
