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FEMA Upholds Escambia County Flood Rating 
The Department of Homeland Security, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has upheld Escambia County’s rating as a CRS Class 7 community in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) Community Rating System (CRS). The results are based on the activities the community implements to protect lives and reduce property damage. Flood insurance policy holders are qualified for a 15 percent discount in the premium costs for NFIP policies issued or renewed in Special Flood Hazard areas. 
Standard flood rate insurance policies in Zones B, C, X, D, AR, and A99 are limited to a CRS discount of ten percent in class 1-6 communities and five percent in Class 7-9 communities. Please note Preferred Risk Policies, applicable in Zones B, C, and X, on your community’s NFIP Flood Insurance Rate Map are not eligible for the CRS discount. 

If there are no NFIP noncompliance actions, the CRS rating for your community will automatically be renewed annually. The renewal will occur as long as the community continues to implement the CRS activities certified each October.
