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Eighteenth Red Bulb Appears in Fire Wreath
“Keep the Wreath Green” Holiday Fire Safety Campaign
On December 1, Escambia County Fire-Rescue and the City of Pensacola Fire Department kicked off the “Keep the Wreath Green” holiday fire safety campaign. Today a green bulb will be replaced with a red bulb in each County wreath representing a residential fire that occurred on Friday, December 31.

Red Bulb #18 On Friday, December 31 at 11:19 p.m. a fire was reported in the 1100 block of North X Street. Firefighters arrived at 11:23 p.m. and found fire in the living room of the home. The fire caused major damage to the living room and smoke and heat damage throughout the rest of the home. The fire was caused by a space heater that was too close to combustibles and left on unattended. Firefighters from West Pensacola, Osceola, Warrington, Myrtle Grove and the Navy responded to the fire.
Escambia County Fire-Rescue and the City of Pensacola Fire Department will continue the “Keep the Wreath Green” fire safety campaign throughout the holiday season. This year, the seventh year of the campaign, five-foot wreaths will be on display at 30 different locations throughout the holiday season. These sites are the Old Escambia County Courthouse on Palafox Place, the Public Safety Building on W Street, the Central Office Complex on West Park Place, all 18 primary county fire stations, seven stations within the City of Pensacola, Cordova Mall and one mobile display. Every time firefighters respond to a residential fire a green light bulb will be replaced with a red one to remind citizens of the dangers posed by holiday decorations.
