PORTABLE STORAGE CONTAINERS

This is an advisory from the Escambia County Departments of Code Enforcement and Planning and
Engineering regarding recent changes in the Escambia County Land Development Code pertaining to
the installation, placement, and duration of portable storage containers, commonly referred to as
“PODS".

Pursuant to County Ordinance 2007-68, adopted November 1, 2007, the Code now requires that a
Land Use Certificate be obtained from the Planning and Engineering Department prior to installation
of any portable storage container. Accordingly, all portable storage containers installed in Escambia
County after this date must adhere to these current Code requirements. Failure to comply shall result
in action by Escambia County Code Enforcement.

The required form for portable storage container installation is an application for a Land Use
Certificate and is available at the Planning and Engineering Department’'s Town and Country Plaza
office. It is also posted under the Applications and Forms heading on our web page listed below.
Ordinance 2007-68 is also posted there under the “2007 Ordinances” link. Thank you in advance for
your cooperation and assistance in this matter, and please feel free to call should you have any
guestions.

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B. For a back vard only.

The Director of Planning and Zoning may issue a land use
certificate for the indefinite use of a portable storage container in a
residentially zoned back yard assuming criteria 1 — 3 of section A, above

are met in addition to the following:

1. Any signage complies with the regulations of Article 8 of this
Code.
2. All the accessory use requirements, including but not limited

to setbacks, are met.
Section 6.04.13. Use of Portable Storage Containers in Other Zoning Districts.

In the C-1 zoning district, portable storage containers shall be considered
outdoor storage and are a conditional use requiring compliance with §6.05.14.C.4 and §
6.08.01 of this Code except that portable storage containers need only be buffered, not
covered and buffered. Conditional use approval by the BOA is sufficient and no land
use certificate is required.

In the C-2 district and any other district in which outdoor storage is a permitted
use, portable storage containers shall be a permitted use with no land use certificate
required.

In any other zoning district where outdoor storage is a prohibited use, portable
storage containers shall be a prohibited use.

Section 6.04.14.  Retroactive.
This section shall apply to existing portable storage containers. Where required

by this ordinance, the owner or tenant of a lot that has a portable storage container
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placed on it shall either apply for a land use certificate or conditional use approval within
sixty (60) days of the effective date of this ordinance. Where no such land use
certificate has been obtained or conditional use approval requested within sixty (60)
days of the effective date of this ordinance, the portable storage container shall be
removed within the sixty (60) day timeframe. Likewise, in any zoning district where
portable storage containers are prohibited, the owner or tenant shall remove the
portable storage container within sixty (60) days of the effective date of this ordinance.
Section 6.04.15.  Fees.

Application fees for a land use certificate or extension allowed for under this
section will be set by resolution.

Section 4. SEVERABILITY.

It is declared the intent of the Board of County Commissioners that if any
subsection, clause, sentence, provision or phrase of this Ordinance is held to be invalid
or unconstitutional by a Court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or
unconstitutionality shall not be so construed as to render invalid or unconstitutional the
remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

Section 5. INCLUSION IN THE CODE.

It is the intention of the Board of County Commissioners that the provisions of
this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the Escambia County Code; and
that the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or relettered and the word

“ordinance” may be changed to “section,” “article,” or such other appropriate word or

phrase in order to accomplish such intentions.
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Section 6. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its filing with the Department of

State.
